Perhaps Spitzer's generation had an advantage over ours in that they could dispense with the obligatory first three theoretical
chapters, or for that matter with the first three theoretical works.

Green proposes that Spitzer and Auerbach were historically oriented whereas Vossler and
Curtius partook more of formalism, indeed that Spitzer and Auerbach became attuned to history
as a result of their experience of exile, while Vossler and Curtius, remaining at home, turned to
an ideal of literature as the timeless.6 Green's thesis is to distinguish, in intellectual terms,
those who left the Reich from those who stayed and, at least implicitly, Jews from non-Jews. I
don't agree. Spitzer's and Auerbach's visions of literature and of criticism form two unities, from
their earliest writings to their last. For example, although the macrostructure pole of the
philological circle evolved over the decades-from the author's psychological makeup to the
work's inner form to a cultural archetype or even to the Geist-the circle itself, as a habitual
procedure of the mind, remained the same. It remained grounded in the close reading of
individual texts, and it remained an inherently immanent criticism.
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Secondly, as scholars have observed, Spitzer was relatively unscathed by the Second World
War and its aftermath and adamantly refused to indulge in the bashing of German culture. If
anything, it is Vossler and Cuttius who changed their critical approach and their field in
response to and in protest against the Fuhrer. In the 1930s Curtius reverted from the modern
to the medieval. He could no more speak admiringly of contemporary French writers, including
Jews and homosexuals, under Hitler than Jhirmunsky could continue to produce contemporary formalism under Stalin. Curtius's
commitment to the Latin Middle Ages-an endeavor to locate the historical as well as rhetorical origins of modern high culture-was
also a gesture of protest against the Nazi repugnance for high culture (their Kulturhass) and a plea for Goethean humanism, for the
preservation of culture under the menace of the new barbarism.7

All the great German philologists knew history, having amassed an incomparable historical and linguistic culture. However, some
bequeathed to us a vision of the history of literature, and others did not. Of the four discussed here, Vossler was probably the most
historical and Spitzer the least. In his later years especially, Spitzer denounced literary history and the distortion that a reliance on
cultural background and historical relativism can bring to our reading of a text. In his later years, he exalted the "eternal character
of the work of art," "the eternal meaning of art," and the "immanent, organic criticism" that can, in Pound's words, "make it
cohere."8

Furthermore, Curtius's vision of the rhetorical tradition and topos, which extends from Antiquity through the Latin Middle Ages and
then nourishes the modern vernaculars for centuries, or Auerbach's vision of the mixed style, Christian in origin, which, after having
given rise to a powerful, concrete representation of reality in writers such as Dante, was to fuel a tradition of realism in the modern
centuries-these visions have altered forever our conception of the evolution of culture over time. There is nothing comparable in
Spitzer. His occasional striving at synthesis, concerning national character inherent in a work of art, can go awry: the famous
lecture of 1943 contrasting the Spanish baroque as an imago of Espana eterna, to I'ame francaise ends in school cliches, which
Spitzer himself had the good grace to recognize as outmoded, given subseguent dlscovery of the exciting, dynamic French baroque
